Approval of Minutes from Last Meeting

Minutes of the January meeting were approved.  This was the last regular meeting of the board.
M/S/C – Minutes were approved as read.
4.
Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer John Manion reported a balance in checking of $32,294.37.  With the recent banquet, this was a very active month for income & expenses.  More banquet expenses are coming in.
M/S/C – Accept the Treasurer’s Report as written.
5.
Correspondence

a)  Discussed letter requesting sponsorship of Winnebago Conservation Club.
M/S/C – Support WCC with a $250 cash sponsorship.  

Reminder that a PF must be present at the banquet to win any prizes.
b) Buttes des Mortes Conservation Club – We will donate a framed duck stamp print to their banquet
c)  Winneconne Men’s Club – They are having a Duck Dinner at the Fin ‘n Feather in Winneconne. Jim will ask Rachel to send dates and information to directors. 
We will also donate two prints for the club to use as prizes.  The club expressed an interest in sponsoring the youth gun at the 2008 Youth Mentor Hunt.  They use proceeds from this dinner to support youth activities. 
6.
Committee Reports

a)
Habitat Crew – Jon Kellerman was present and came forward with three requests for chapter funding. One of these requests was to fund equipment repairs and upgrades. This conversation led to the discovery that Jon’s processor was responsible for damaging some valuable chapter equipment through negligence. Directors were disappointed this took so long to come to light and feel that PF National should be responsible for repair of this equipment.  
Jon described some of his equipment needs at present with no immediate significant needs. 
The chapter decided to take no action in this area. 

Another request was to underwrite a summer intern Jon has hired to help with spring and summer projects.  121 acres are currently on line to burn with chapter volunteers in our area. The projected cost of the intern is $3200. Jon has a commitment for $1000 from the Outagamie chapter so far with a likely contribution from the Dodge County chapter. Jon conveyed some uncertainty about several spring projects that are very important to the chapter. The board discussed covering a significant portion of this funding but tying payment to completion of these projects. 
M/S/C – Appropriate $1700 toward Jon’s habitat intern but only after the following three conditions are met:
1- The chapter sponsored burn at RW Ranch is completed.  Dr. Kalies at RW provides this property for use with the chapters Youth Mentor Hunt and Jon previously agreed to act as burn boss for this pro bono project.  The chapter will pay for burn fuel costs. 
2- The Habitat crew sets up and agrees to complete a planting project on the John Cook property.  This is not pro bono and regular habitat crew pricing will apply.
3- The habitat crew follows up with a previous prairie planting conducted by Josh Jackl in Waushara County where owners Pat & Sue Dowling believe the planting has failed. Jon noted this will likely be covered under PF guarantee but the owners will be responsible for a burn. 

A third area of discussion dealt with the PF cost share program.  The chapter is not sure when our current 2 year commitment expires and if there are any fund left to be allocated.  The board discussed a new commitment to this project. 
M/S/C – Appropriate $2000 for a new two-year cost share program for 2008-09.  This commitment will supersede any previous year’s agreements and will start fresh effective immediately.  There will be a maximum chapter payment of $500 per site without prior board approval.  Larger per site payments will require board approval.

New Business

a)
Jack Doemel Resignation – At tonight’s meeting, President Jack Doemel announced that effective immediately, he is resigning as president and as a director.  Jack cited personal issues for his decision and is leaving in good standing.  Jack noted he would like to remain active in heading the chapter’s land acquisitions.  
This will leave the chapter short two members, including the president.
