Generally, the Crow Count is conducted between April 15" and May 15", when volunteers set out in the pre -
dawn hours on a predetermined route, stopping every half mile or so to get out and listen for the vocalizations
and visual sightings of ring necked pheasants. Each encounter is marked on maps, which are turned over to
our local game biologist with the Wisconsin Dept. of Natural Resources. The data collected helps in determin-
ing bird densities in the various locations as well as giving the researchers a better handle on the overall
health and fluctuations in the pheasant population along with insight as to the types of habitat the local birds
prefer and thrive 1in. Besides being educational

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Counting Crows

A tiny wake formed, as the drake and hen paddled feverishly down the swollen ditch. The white crescent on the
mal eés cheek al most glowed i n the ear/l y moewngedtg, as un
they tried to stay undetected beneath the tangles of bramble and branches that bent down over the early spring
flow. Movement behind them caught my eye when a pair of mallards, dressed in their finest breeding plumage
followed along the same course as their smaller cousins. | felt a smile come to my face in the cool, fresh air. /
was already more than halfway complete on the first phase of a spring crow count.

Each spring, if you rise in the early hours of the day, you can find volunteer members from your Fox River Valley
Chapter, traveling the country roadways and stopping every quarter mile or so to get out and listen for the rasp-

ing crow ofthering-necked pheasant. ltds part of an ongoing s

It was mid April and my day began somewhere around 4.00 a.m. when | grabbed binoculars, maps and pens,
along with a warm jacket and gloves. | jumped in my truck, started the engine and headed toward the Win-
chester area, stopping on the way for a hot cup of coffee. A voice on the radio said the temperature was 39 de-
grees, but as | opened the door and stepped out along the ditch at my first designated point on the map, | no-
ticed frost clinging to the roadside grasses and | thought that guy must be in a warmer place than I. The time
was about 4:45 a.m. and the world was just starting to wake up. A dull clicking noise to the right caught my ear
and | turned to see the outline of a whitetail deer crossing the blacktop a few yards behind my vehicle. It was
hard to tell in the still dim light, but the body looked big and | could imagine a wide 10 point rack, come the au-
tumn rut. No sounds of pheasants though, so after 5 minutes | climbed back into the truck, and started down
the road. The hot coffee cup felt good, in my now cold hands.

Each route is run twice each spring, between April 15" and May 15". A simple map, clipboard and pen are the
main tools and when you hear or see a pheasant, you mark the approximate location on the map. Binoculars
can be a help for spotting both hens and roosters as they move from cover. Early mornings when the roosters
are most vocal, seems to be the best time for locating birds. By getting out before sunrise, noise pollution from
manmade activities is also reduced and you can often catch the sound of a distant mating crow if you stand qui-
etly, listening intently with the engine turned off.

Things were starting off slowly for me and | was on my fourth stop, when a weak and scrawny gobble drifted in
from the east. Before the jake could finish his unimpressive chorus, a booming gobble erupted to my right, from
what | figured was the boss tom in that neck of the woods. The tangle of underbrush and aspens between us,
kept them from view but his thundering call stifled
ego was instantly deflated and he was wishing his day had started on a different note.

Crisp, calm mornings make it easier to hear roosters crowing and it is amazing how just a modest breeze can
reduce the distance the human ear is able to detect certain sounds. Part of the survey paperwork includes docu-
menting the starting and ending temperature, estimated wind speeds, weather conditions and of course, starting
and ending times. Factoring in five minutes stops and driving time, a route can be completed in about 2 %2 to 3
hours.

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/'t was my fifth or sixth st opnetchkatr cao sctoearr sseo, u niaceadc ki, u sa c
even finished putting a dot on the map when off to the west, another rooster responded. A little rush of excite-

ment renewed my enthusiasm and the next few stops produced several more birds. The eastern horizon held a
warming glow in the nearly cloudless sky which was mdr ¢

By comparing data collected from running a similar route year after year, experienced WDNR biologists can piece
together a clearer picture of how pheasant populations rise and fall in an ever changing environment. Altered
landscapes and the restoration or degradation of upland habitat and the impacts on wild pheasant populations can
be better measured. Harsh or moderate winters, wet and dry springs are tabulated. Predation by owls, hawks,
fox, etc. and even man, all fit into the equation. Determining what comprises quality habitat for; nesting, loafing,
brood rearing, feeding and winter cover, all the main ingredients in assuring the future success of upland birds in
Wisconsin, is one of the main goals in this process.

While passing a flooded farm field, | was treated to a surreal sight. Migrating shorebirds waded about in the gath-
ering dawn. Some unseen food supply had attracted them by the hundreds and the still waters rippled to life with
their movement. For a short while, | gazed through binoculars, as their reflections doubled the experience and
wondered where the journey would take them. In those few brief moments, | shared it with them.

A week or two between surveys is ideal. Lengthening days and changing weather can yield remarkable differ-
ences, even on the same route. After all the volunteers complete the task and fill out forms, Jim collects and com-
piles the maps and data forms, before sending on to dqur
know if the crow count is up or down from previous years. Some mornings, a few volunteers may gather for cof-
fee, breakfast and to swap stories, before heading off to work or just getting on to other chores for the day, back
to the wusual grind. While I d6m certainly no expert irnq

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Should We Feed the Pheasants?

This winter you may already see pheasants along roadsides and up around building sites. You are con-
cerned. The question is, Ashould you f-mtentonedlpedplep h
who set out corn actually harm the pheasants more than they help them. Carefully consider the follow-

ing:

1. Feeding must take place close to high quality winter cover of at least 10 acres, such as cattail sloughs
and willow thickets. It is extremely rare for a pheasant to starve, but death by freezing is common. Poor-
ly placed feeders actually draw the pheasants out and away from their protective winter cover. They
cause birds to congregate and expend energy competing for the food. Instead of saving birds, poorly
placed feeders will actually add to freezing deaths.

2. Feeders attract predators and expose pheasants to death by predation. Many more pheasants are lost
to predators each winter than to starvation. Feeders give predators a focus point, not unlike a bait pile.
Feeding along roadsides expose pheasants and other wildlife to getting hit by vehicles.

3. Once feeding starts, it must be continued. If pheasants are fed for a period of time and then the food
supply disappears, the birds may become more stressed than if they had not been fed at all.

4. A poorly designed feeder may make an easy meal for more efficient foragers such as deer and turkey,
taking away any benefits for pheasants.

5. Proper winter feeding may help the birds temporarily, but it is not an effective long -term plan.

THE KEY TO SAVING PHEASANTS IN THE WINTER IS HABITAT!

Resources spent on establishing high quality
winter cover will yield far greater results and the
best winter survival rates. The lesson to be
learned from a tough winter is that we need to
plant more, high quality thermal cover in the
spring.

Please do all you can to educate your friends and
family on proper winter feeding. Better yet, get

them involved in Pheasants Forever to more
